For each service, the following artefacts may be released under this package title:
· Message Structure Tables (MSTs),
· Message Repository,
· Schemas and Samples, 
· Validation Rules (VRs).

The first PCN released outlines the expected artefacts to be within the package at an end state – as known at that point in time. 

As a general rule, each service will have at minimum an MST. 

Where a ‘suite’ of like services is packaged, there will be service specific MSTs packaged to form a bundle of related information.
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The basic exception to the above is Income tax Returns. Due to complexity of relationships between parent returns and child schedules each has its own set of documents (MSTs) is packaged together as a ‘suite’.
